Creative writing can often be challenging for students, AW nnon

primarily because they struggle to find inspiration. Picture
prompts serve as an excellent tool to ignite their imagination
and encourage storytelling. By the end of this lesson,
students will:

1. Use visual stimuli to develop creative ideas.

2. Construct a coherent paragraph based on a visual prompt.
3. Enhance both written and oral communication by
presenting their work to peers.

Begin by presenting students with a variety of captivating NIVIWN NN NN TX)
images (projected on a screen or printed as handouts). Avoid
offering any commentary or explanations about the images.
Let students observe and absorb the visuals independently.

Tip: For students struggling to start, provide them with a
sample title or opening sentence to kickstart their creative
process.

1. Picture Analysis: Aw'wan 120n
- Ask students to carefully describe what they see in their
chosen image. This activity will help them build a foundation

of vocabulary and spark initial ideas for their story.

2. Creative Writing Task:

- Using their observations, students will draft a short
paragraph that interprets or expands upon the image.
Encourage them to include sensory details and imaginative
elements.

3. Discussion Prompts:
To stimulate deeper thinking, pose questions such as:
- What emotions does the image evoke?
- Who might have taken the picture, and for what purpose?
- What events might have occurred leading up to the
moment captured in the image?
- What are three possible outcomes after this moment?
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- Does the image seem to take place in the past, present, or
future?

Have students read their paragraphs aloud to the class or in :n2van
small groups. Foster a supportive environment where peers
can offer constructive feedback.

Challenge students to memorize and recite their paragraphs. | :|I'T
This integrates a speaking component into the lesson,
reinforcing their written work and boosting confidence in
public speaking.
